Franklin Sommers was born in Germany, 
emigrated to the U.S. in 1869, at age 25, and 
settled in a rural area outside of Sylvania, GA. He 
was a brick mason and a farmer. In 1870 he 
married Margaret Frawley, who had been born 
near Sylvania in the Wesley Church area. 
 

The couple had 8 children over a 14 year period, 
from 1872 to 1886. 7 children survived to 
adulthood, and remained in the Sylvania area.

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In 1900, Cornelius “Neil” Sommers, at age 28, 
married Eliza Dickey, from Jenkins County, GA, 
who was then 16 years old.  
 

Neil and Eliza were married for 37 years, and had 
3 children, Louise, Loyd and Jake. They grew up on 
the farm in the Woodcliff Area, outside of 
Sylvania. After Neil died in 1937, Eliza remained 
on the farm for the rest of her life, another 30 
years.  
 

Their daughter Louise is the mother of Rufus 
Audrey Lewis, Jr, and the grandmother of Dale, 
Bruce and Monica Lewis.
